The Prescription Medicine Programme is such a blessing to many families. I know it has helped a lot of people
especially the very poor. Many people suffer pain and are dying because they cannot purchase the medicine they
need. I talked with a mother in Block 37 who said that one of her children died because of the lack of medicine.
Many others have the same experience. Families are unable to take a sick family member to the hospital because
they know they do not have the money to purchase the prescribed medicine or have the treatment they need.

June 1/2 The Asian rice shortage continues to affect the families in Mandaluyong, as well as in other parts of the
Philippines. Please pray for all the Hands of Mercy team members as they seek to feed their own families, as well as
serve three meals a week through the Supplementary Feeding Programme for the many malnourished children.
Please pray that God will provide for them.

June 3/4 Many families, including the children walk around late at night or early morning in the Mandaluyong area
acting as refuse collectors. They are scavengers and are looking for any throw away item they can find. Through these
refuse items they hope to earn a few pesos to buy food for their families. Please pray that the parents will find suitable
work with a better income.

June 5/6 Every time we use the toilet or turn on a tap today, thank God that our water and sanitation is clean, safe
and a few short steps away. Please pray for those In the squatter communities of Mandaluyong where the lack of
adequate sanitation facilities is a real health risk. Please pray that the local authorities will empower the people to
develop and improve their own water and sanitation systems.

June 7/8  Please pray for our volunteer workers in the community of Florante Street — Bing Solsona, Analyn, Terie
and Margie. Give thanks to God that with an increase in numbers there are now two Small Groups meeting in the community. At
the end of February a new feeding began in Block 40 in Welfareville. This is an extension of the feeding in Block 38. Please pray
for Ara and the team as they buy and cook the food for the children.

June 9/10  As the building Hands of Mercy rents in Sikap Street now has a buyer, please pray that another suitable
building or buildings will be found. Accommodation is needed for the office, a room for the tuberculosis treatment
programme, a room for staff meetings, small groups, Child Sponsorship parents meetings, and for one of the Mercy
Community churches.

June 11/12  Please pray that funds will become available through the Surgical Treatment Programme to help
those who need operations. (There is no free surgery in the Philippines)

June 13/14  Please pray for those in the Tuberculosis Treatment Team (headed by Tess Magtabog) as they distribute
medicines and arrange medical consultations for the patients. Give thanks to God that many children have recovered
from the illness. Gilbert who was so ill last year continues to make good progress.




June 15/16 Please pray for our volunteer workers in the communities of: St. Rosario — Vicky, Mariette, Diana,
Rebecca, Brenda and Reggie. Ginhawa — Mila, Bing Sagusoy, Pina and Tess |. Kayamungi — Anita, Dhea, Tess M
and Jane. Hands of Mercy staff have their own emotional, physical and financial needs but they are grateful to God for
all He is doing in and through their lives and value your continued prayerful support.

June 17/18 Urgent prayer is still greatly needed — As you know, Hands of Mercy has been experiencing a
decrease in income due to the drop in the rate of the peso to the pound. This continues to have a noticeable impact on
all the eight compassion programmes. Please pray that this discrepancy can be offset through increased giving and more
donors and sponsors joining the Hands of Mercy support team.

June 19/20  There is much corruption in the Philippines and the poor are getting poorer. Poverty is rampant, even
more so with the current rice shortage. Give thanks to God for His faithfulness that through Hands of Mercy families are
being helped in Body, Mind and Spirit.  Please pray that the Philippine Government will govern with integrity.

June 21/22  Please pray for Lourdes and Sevalyn our volunteer workers in Baguio/La Trinidad, as they serve the
Child Sponsorship Programme beneficiaries with their educational and health needs. There are many children in the
Philippines who would benefit from a personal sponsor.
